1. Have a3.000 GPA overal,
2. Submit a statement of professional goals,
3. Submit aresume, and

4. Provide contact information for two people to serve as professional
references.

Upon receipt of thisinformation, the departmental screening committee
will make recommendations concerning acceptance/rejection for the
master's program in counseling.

Program Requirements

The MEd in counseling offers four different tracks depending upon
the student's career goals. These tracks include school counseling (60
credit hours), clinical mental health counseling (60 credit hours),
addiction counseling (60 credit hours) and sports counseling (60
credit hours).

Baclground Check

Upon admission and prior to their first semester, all applicants admitted
to this program must clear a criminal background check. There are

two reasons for this requirement. First, it is part of the university’s due
diligence before placing studentsin field settings. Second, the check
may alert applicants or students to issues that may subsequently affect
their ability to work in their chosen field. In instances when a person’s
criminal history raises reasonable concerns that should be cleared to
engage in the field experiences and/or subsequently obtain licensure/
endorsement, WSU may take arange of actions, including rescission of
admission or dismissal from the program, depending on the nature of
the concern.

PK-12School Counseling

Individuals who already have ateaching license in Kansas can complete
the school counseling degree track to become alicensed school
counselor. Individuals without ateaching license are also eligible for
licensure as a school counselor viathe parallel pathway by completing
the school counseling degree track and taking additional coursework
(field experience hours included in two semesters of CESP 949 and one
year of postdegree internship CESP 947).

Students interested in a thesis option would add 8 credit hours of
coursework plus an oral examination of the thesis. The nonthesis option
requires awritten comprehensive exam.

Graduates of the MEd in counseling - clinical mental health counseling
track may pursue careersin mental health counseling settings. The
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MEd in counseling - clinical mental health counseling track meets the

For studentsin the school counseling track, the requirement can
be met with CESP 856 or CLES 860, and an additional 6 credit
hours of internship experience by taking both CESP 949A and
CESP 949B, or just CESP 949C.

For students in the clinical mental health counseling track, the
requirement can be met with CLES 860 and an additional 6 credit
hours of internship experience by taking both CLES 952A and
CLES952B, or just CLES952C.

For students in the addiction counseling track, the requirement can
be met with any one or combination of the following: CLES 862,
CLES 855, CLES 826 and CLES 750W.

For students in the sports counseling track, the requirement can be
met with CLES 860.
