International students
must score at least 600 paper-based, or 100 internet-based on the
TOEFL, or aminimum overall band score of 7.5 onthe |[ELTS, or
aminimum score of 73 on the PTE-Academic and, if applying for

a graduate teaching assi stantship, must score a 28 or higher on the
speaking portion of the internet-based TOEFL, or 55 on the SPEAK
test.
