The core courses for each track vary,
with the area studies track focusing more on historical, political and
cultural relations, and the business administration track focusing on
international business courses.

There are many career opportunities that can be pursued with an
international studies degree including possible employment with federal
and state government executive agencies, multinational corporations,
law firms, international organizations such as the United Nations,
nonprofit organizations and public and private schools.
